Act Now: Eliminate Cervical Cancer

On 17 November 2020, the world came together to launch WHO’s Global Strategy to
accelerate the elimination of cervical cancer. Each year since, countries and communities have
marked the date as a day of action — a day to showcase progress in reaching the 90–70–90
targets, amplify voices, and unite around one shared goal: eliminating cervical cancer as a
public health problem.

In 2025, this collective journey reaches a historic milestone — because of you, it becomes World
Cervical Cancer Elimination Day — the first World Health Day dedicated to eliminating a
cancer.

This milestone marks five years of collective action. It’s a reminder that the tools exist, the path
is clear, and the world is moving — together.

Cervical cancer is preventable and curable. Acting now saves lives.
This moment matters. Every life counts.

THEME: ACT NOW — ELIMINATE CERVICAL CANCER
This year’s theme, “Act Now: Eliminate Cervical Cancer”, is a call to decisive, collective action.

It reminds us that elimination is not a distant dream — it’s a choice we can make through the
actions we take today.

Governments act. Survivors act. Youth act. Communities act. Will you?

When we act together, elimination becomes possible — and within reach.

This is our moment — we could be the generation that finally eliminates cervical cancer. The
tools exist. The responsibility is ours. The time is now.

Cervical cancer is preventable and curable—yet it still claims more than 350,000 lives
each year, mostly in low- and middle-income countries. Acting now saves lives. 
This moment matters. Every life counts.

The tools to eliminate cervical cancer exist — from single-dose HPV vaccines to HPV
testing and effective treatment technologies. Countries are proving that with today’s
solutions, elimination is not only possible — it is already underway.

Elimination means reducing cervical cancer cases and deaths until the disease is no
longer a public health problem. The Global Strategy sets clear targets: 90% of girls fully
vaccinated with HPV vaccine, 70% of women screened with an HPV test, and 90% of
women with cervical disease receiving treatment. Acting now makes this future possible.

Accountability means ensuring no girl or woman is left behind. What matters now is
how fast, how fairly, and how far we go — so that every promise leads to progress and
every woman has access to prevention, screening, and treatment.

Women living with HIV face a higher risk of cervical cancer. Prioritizing their needs—
especially as HIV programmes face constraints — means integrating cervical cancer
services within HIV care and ensuring elimination delivers for those most vulnerable.

Cervical cancer services must reach every woman and girl. For persons with
disabilities, this requires more than intent — it demands accessible facilities, adapted
communication, trained providers, and supportive health systems. Removing barriers
ensures disability is never a reason for exclusion.

Countries worldwide are moving forward — introducing HPV vaccines, expanding
screening, and improving treatment access — showing that progress toward elimination
is possible in every context.

Collective action is the driving force behind elimination. From bold national policies
to local outreach, every effort matters. Together, our shared actions are making history —
proving that when governments, partners, and communities unite, we can eliminate a
cancer for the first time.

We are ready to eliminate cervical cancer. With the tools and knowledge already in our
hands, every country and community has the power to act today — and to prove that
elimination is possible.

Equity must cross every border. Geographic and economic barriers should never
determine a woman’s chance of survival. Advancing elimination requires stronger
financing, supply chains, and health systems so that access is equal — whether in rural
clinics, urban hospitals, or humanitarian settings.

Acting now means choosing what works — HPV vaccination, HPV testing, and timely
treatment — integrated into everyday care. Even where resources are limited, these
high-impact steps save lives.

Communities worldwide have marked 17 November as a Day of Action, building a
global movement. In 2025, that leadership is recognized with the first officially
designated World Cervical Cancer Elimination Day — uniting people, partners, and
governments everywhere.

Elimination succeeds when countries put women at the centre. When leaders act
decisively and communities shape solutions, every partner’s support drives faster, fairer
progress.

2025 marks five years since the launch of the Global Strategy — and the midpoint toward
the 2030 elimination targets:
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Each country should meet the 90:70:90 targets by 2030 to get on the path to 
eliminate cervical cancer within the next century.
